Participation: Gold and Silver golf members of the Indian Creek Golf Course may invite
as a guest, any golfer who is not a member or Employee of Indian Creek Golf Course to
participate in the Member/Guest Tournament. The tournament will be held on July 31% &
Aug 1st 2010 with a practice round and horse race Friday July 30" in the afternoon. All
participants must have a valid USGA handicap and not be a member of the PGA or
LPGA. It is the responsibility of each member to ensure his guest has a valid handicap,
and to submit the handicap when registering.

Format: Saturday is Chapman on the 1% nine, and best ball on the 2" nine. Sunday
is best ball 1% nine and combined score 2nd nine. (We will pay equal gross and net for

each flight with overall champion being net. All participants will be required to
play from the Black Tees).

Practice round: Will be 9 holes Friday July 30th at 3:30PM and we will have a
Horse race immediately after starting on the 10" hole.

Competition begins Saturday with 8:30 A.M shotgun start.
Activities:

e Friday evening: No host Cocktail Party at Indian Creek Golf Course after
the Horse race. At that time, the pairings for the Saturday round will be
announced and explanation of the format, and Q&A.

e Saturday: 8:30 A.M. shotgun start. Also for the spouses, we have
arranged a large limo to tour the winery’s from 11am to 1pm (based on a
minimum participation of 20 people). After the Saturday round (approx.
1:30pm), we will have a Calcutta and no host bar, and at 6:30pm will have the
dinner party for participants and their spouses or significant other.

e Sunday: 8:30 A.M. shotgun start. An Awards Luncheon Buffet for
participants and their spouses or significant other will immediately follow the
round. The Awards Ceremony and announcement of Calcutta results and other
prizes and raffle will follow lunch.



Entry Fee: Gold member is $350 and Silver member is $400
Deadline for registration is July 1% 2010 limited to first 44 members (88 players)

Spouse/Significant Others (S/SO): S/SO Are invited to attend the Friday cocktail
party, the Saturday Dinner Party, and the Sunday awards buffet for the additional cost
below. A separate optional Wine Tour has been set up for Saturday from 11lam to 1pm
if we have enough signed up.

advance).

e Sunday Awards Buffet is $15 each spouse

Prizes/Raffle: Prizes will be awarded based on participation, with at least one prize
per flight for gross and net, and an overall net champion. There will also be prizes
for “Long Drive” and “Closest to the Pin”. Raffle tickets will be included with the tee
prizes, which will include rounds of golf at Indian Creek Golf Course, and much more
TBD. The raffle will be held on Sunday during the Awards Luncheon.

Cancellation Policy: Members may cancel and receive a full refund before July 15,
2010. After July 15" 2010 $100 of the entry will go toward the cost of the tee prizes &
raffle prizes already ordered for the tournament.
